Patrick Yu 

Patrick Yu is the Executive Director of the Northern Ireland Council for Ethnic Minorities. He actively campaigns race equality and human rights in Northern Ireland, UK, Council of Europe, European Union and United Nations.  He was honoured in the Queen’s 2006 New Year list for an OBE on Community Relations.

Mr. Yu is currently the member of the Racial Equality Panel to task the new revised Racial Equality Strategy for Northern Ireland.

He was the former Commissioner of the Northern Ireland Human Rights Commission (2001-2003) and Deputy Chairman of the Commission for Racial Equality for Northern Ireland (1997-1999). He was also the former member of the Legal Expert Panel (2002-2006) to advise the government on the Single Equality Bill for Northern Ireland, Racial Equality Forum (inter-departmental forum) of the Office of the First Minister and Deputy First Minister, the Promotion of Social Inclusion Working Group on Homelessness and the Volunteering Strategy Steering Group of the Department of Social Development and the Thematic Working Group on Migrants of the Department of Employment and Learning.

At European level, he was the former Chair of the Starting Line Group (1998-2001), a European Network of legal experts and key NGOs, which campaigns for the EU Directive on racial and religious discrimination. The Starting Line proposal became the cornerstone of the European Commission’s Racial Equality Directive in June 2000.
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
